·Provide media strategies, materials and 
event ideas that each group can tailor for 
their specific community

·Serve as a central information and referral 
source for Pan-Asian communities in GA

·Unify core Census messaging amongst all 
Pan-Asian communities



Important Dates to Remember

·March 15 +:  Census Forms mailed

·March 22 ð27 +:  Census Week of Action

·April 1st:  Census Day, or the day the 
government is asking us to mail back the 
Census forms

·Late April / May / June (?):  When Census 
workers will visit homes that have not 
completed their forms.  This costs taxpayer 
dollars, so LETõS MAIL IT IN!



Whatõs an Assistance Forum?

·Any time a group or individual assists another 
person complete his / her Census Form

ƁAnd they are not paid and sworn in as a Census 
Bureau employee

·We need to help each other to get this done!



Assistance Forum vs. QACs

·Question Assistance Centers (QACs):  Census 
Bureau/ government managed centers where a 
sworn Census employee will help people 
complete their Census forms.

·QACs will be operating between March 19th

through April 19th only

·Language access, and hours of operation, will 
vary from site to site



Assistance Forum vs. BCS
·Be Counted Sites (BCS):  

Census Bureau designated 
locations (inside existing 
popular locations) where 
extra Census forms can be 
picked up.

·BCSs will be operating 
between March 19th through 
April 19th

·Forms should be available in 
multiple languages.  For 
Asians, forms will be in 
Korean, Vietnamese and 
Chinese



Before you conduct an Assistance Forum, DO:

·Determine if there is a QAC nearby and refer 
people to QAC whenever possible.

·Try to have a trusted Census Bureau 
partnership specialist attend your forum

·Get familiar with the Census form and why itõs 
important!  Language Assistance Guides are

·Pretend to be a QAC or 
Census worker

·Use any official Census 
Logo on your materials

·Look at or help write out 
someone elseõs Census
